1 ORGANISING AUTHORITY

2.3 RRS 61.1(a)
 will be changed as follows: .In the Optimist class, boats shall “conspicuously display a red flag” according to the second sentence of RRS 61.1(a). (Amends RRS 61.1(a)(2)) A boat required to display a flag shall do so until she is no longer racing and shall inform the Race Committee of the boat being protested immediately after finishing. (Amends RRS 61.1(a), third sentence)
2.4 Sailing Instructions will be available at registration or before, on the web site.
3 
ADVERTISING


Advertising will be restricted to Category C in terms of ISAF Advertising Code RRS Section ll, Regulation 20.


Boats will be required to display event advertising on the forward part of the hull. Yachts shall not display any advertising which is in conflict with that of any official event sponsor.

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

4.1
Competitors shall comply with the International Sailing Federation (ISAF) eligibility requirement in accordance with RRS Appendix 2 Regulation 21 which requires that all competitors (helmspersons and all other crew) shall be members in good standing of a Yacht Club affiliated to and in good standing with SA Sailing or their Member National Authority in the case of non-South Africans. The Yacht Club name and membership details shall be stated on the entry form. Current valid South African Sailing Membership Cards shall be presented at Registration.


Alternatively, a crew member other than the skipper may pay a non-refundable temporary South African Sailing membership fee for the duration of the regatta of R84.00, to the Championship Secretary for submission to South African Sailing.

All boats competing in the 2007 SAS Youth National Championship shall, prior to registration, be made available for, and pass measurement and safety checks as prescribed by their respective Class Associations. The Measurement/Scrutineering checks will be take place as per clause 6.2.
8.2 Each boat shall produce a valid measurement certificate.
8.3 Notwithstanding any prior scrutiny, the Measurement Committee appointed by the Race Committee, may scrutinise and competing yacht during the event. This may take place either prior to commencement or after the completion of a race.

When from 5 to 10 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

(c) When 11 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her two worst scores.

14 NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP REQUIREMENTS


In order to qualify as a National Class Championship the following criteria shall be satisfied: 

A minimum of ten valid entries have been received no later than the final closing time for entries;

At least ten finishers in any two races of the series;


At least four races completed.

SAFETY

15.1
Yachts shall comply with their class buoyancy and safety requirements.

15.2
Adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn at all times while afloat. Wet suits and dry suits do not constitute adequate personal buoyancy. If the buoyancy device is of an inflatable type, it shall be inflated at all times while afloat. This changes RRS 40.

15.3
Optimist Class. In addition to IODA Class Rules 4.2 (a) and (b), 4.3 (a) and (b), each boat shall have on board a secured paddle with a blade surface of not less than 0.025 square meters, and each competitor shall carry a whistle attached to clothing with a lanyard. Competitors not complying with this instruction will be attributed a penalty of 5 points for each race of the day on which they have failed to observe this instruction.

SUPPORT BOATS

Support boats shall remain no less than 100m from the racing line between the Preparatory Signal and the last competitor finishing the race. Failure to comply shall result in action from the Protest Committee.
17
TEAM RACING

During the Championship there may, at the discretion of the Race Committee, be an Inter-Provincial Team Racing event for the classes participating. This will be subject to the arrangements and rules to be published at the Championship.
18 PRIZES

The Prize & Awards Ceremony will take place after racing on Saturday 22 December 2007.


Prizes will be awarded as per the List of Trophies Annexure A.

SAS MEDALS


Medals will be awarded in accordance with the following:
