CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS


Changes to the sailing instructions will be posted before 0800 hrs on the day they will take effect with the exception that changes to the schedule of races or the scheduled starting time of the first race of the day will be posted before 19h00 on the day before they will take effect         
4 SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed on the flagpole in the vicinity of the Regatta Office – Bungalow No. 44 at the Municipal Camp Site.


4.2
When flag “AP” is displayed ashore, ‘one minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than 30’ minutes. This changes Race Signals AP.               

4.3
When flag “V” is displayed ashore with one sound signal, boats may not leave the shore until the flag is removed with one sound signal. The Warning Signal will be made on the respective Committee Vessel not less than 30 minutes later.

8.3 Multihull courses to be sailed will be indicated on a Board at the Starboard aft quarter of the Committee Vessel, in terms of the Hobie Class Course Card.  

8.4 All marks are left to port, except for the optional Gate on Course 2 and the Finish Line on Course 2 when approaching it in the upwind direction.

10 THE START

10.1 The starting line for Course 1 will be between the mast of the Committee Vessel displaying the SAS WC burgee and an orange flag displayed on a vessel at the Port end.  

10.1.1 Unless flag “L” is displayed on the Committee Vessel, an attention signal (Flag “R” with one sound) will be made five minutes before the warning signal for the first class to start a series of races. Flag “R” will be removed with one sound one minute before the warning signal. This changes RRS 27.1. !
10.2 The Committee Vessels and the Vessel displaying the orange flag, or the port end.  
10.3 Boats starting later than 4 minutes after the starting signal will be scored DNS.     

This changes RRS A4 and A5 

10.4 Boats not starting or racing shall keep clear of the starting area.

13.2.3 The Finish Mark and the Start/Finishing Vessel are only marks of the course for boats finishing.

PENALTY SYSTEM

14.1
For the Multihull Classes, RRS 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including one tack and one gybe, is required.

A boat that has taken a penalty or retired under rule 31.2 or 44.1 shall complete an acknowledgement form at the race office within the protest time limit. 

15
TIME LIMITS


Boats not finishing within 20 minutes of the leading boat in their class will be scored DNF. This changes RRS 35 and A4.



16
PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

16.1 
Protest forms are available at the race office. Protests shall be delivered there within the protest time limit.



16.2
For each class, the protest time limit is 60 minutes after the last boat has finished the last race of the session. The same time limit applies to protests by the Race Committee and about incidents they observe in the racing area and to requests for redress. This changes RRS 61.3 and 62.2. The Race Committee shall have the right to amend this time.

Notices will be posted within 30 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses. Notices of protests by the race committee will be posted to inform boats under RRS 61.1(b).

On the last day of the regatta a request for reopening a hearing shall be delivered

within the protest time limit if the requesting party was informed of the decision on the previous day;



(b) no later than 30 minutes after the requesting party was informed of the decision on that day.

SCORING

The Low Point scoring system of Appendix A will apply.

Discards
(a) When 4 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

(b) When five or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

(c) When ten races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her two worst scores. This does not apply to all Multihull classes as there will be no second discard for them.

18 
SAFETY REGULATIONS

18.1 
All competitors shall wear a personal buoyancy aid capable of supporting a 5Kg steel weight, at all times whilst on the water. Wet or Dry suits do not constitute adequate buoyancy.


18.2     A boat that retires from a race shall notify the Race Committee as soon as possible.

18.3     Rescue Craft may only be available during races.

19
REPLACEMENT OF CREW OR EQUIPMENT
19.1 
Substitution of competitors will not be allowed without prior written approval of the Race Committee




19.2
Approval of substitution of damaged or lost equipment must be requested in writing from the Race Committee at the first reasonable opportunity.

EQUIPMENT AND MEASUREMENT CHECKS


Boats or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and sailing instructions. On the water, a race committee measurer can instruct a boat to proceed immediately to a designated area for inspection.

DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY


Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See RRS 4, Decision to Race. The organising authority and all parties involved with the organisation and running of the event will not accept any liability for loss, material damage, inconvenience, personal injury or death sustained either ashore or afloat, in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

ADVERTISING

All competitors may be required to display a Sponsor's sticker within the forward 25% of both port and starboard bows for the duration of the Regatta. In the case of Dabchicks and Sonnets, the sticker shall be placed on the deck in order to be most visible. Care should be taken when affixing the stickers to ensure that they are placed on a clean and dry surface. Should the sticker become in any way detached, the onus is upon the competitor to obtain a sticker from the Race Office at the first available opportunity to replace it.
