NOTICE OF RACE

A.
The Inaugural MAC 12-hour challenge will take place on Saturday 20th September 2008 – around a triangular course on Rietvlei.

B.
The challenge will be organised by Milnerton Aquatic Club.

C.
The challenge is open to LASER and DABCHICK class dinghies. Laser class permitted to change sail rigs.

D.
Registration will take place from 16h00 – 20h00 on Friday 19th at the clubhouse. Sailing Instructions issued on registration.

E.
Challenge is for boats entering a team. 4 helms and 1 non-sailing team manager. A team name must be provided. 

F.
Challenge starts at 06h00 and finish 18h00 / 18h30. Briefing in Clubhouse at 05h00.

G.
Teams in the MAC 12-Hour Challenge will be challenging teams from the UK based West Lancashire Yacht Club who completed their second Laser 12-Hour race on 26 April 2008. 

H.
The course will be 0,85 miles long similar to W.L.Y.C. course – triangular course – rounding all marks to starboard. A penalty mark will also be used: -

Teams to enter one of the following categories:


1)
Junior 

- 
Team of Helms aged under 18 at start


2)
Masters

- 
Team of Helms over 40


3)
Unrestricted 
- 
No restriction on age of helms


4)
Ladies 

-
Team consisting of female helms – any age

J.
Team managers and race officer will meet at 09h00 – 12h00 – 15h00 – 17h00 to sign off laps and discuss penalties / lap scoring.

K.
There are various prizes for the challenge. There will be “Races within Race” at certain times. Prize giving at Clubhouse at approximately 20h00.

L.
A reserve boat, and sails/gear may be used if challenge boat is damaged. Boats will be required to display allocated numbers on hull.

M.
A boat is entirely responsible for it’s own safety – afloat or ashore; and nothing reduces that responsibility. The team manager must be aware of conditions at all times and act accordingly.

N. 
Safety is the responsibility of the boat. The organisers are not responsible for loss, damage, death or personal injury however, it may have occurred, as a result of a boat taking part in the event.

O.
The winner will be the team with the shortest average lap time. Timing of boats commences with challenge starting signal and continues until they finish. Boats will finish when they next cross finish line after 18h00 at which time a sound signal is made. Boats not finishing between 18h00 and 18h30 will be deemed to have finished at 18h00. Time limit for finishing is 18h30 at which time a sound signal is made.

P.
Boats may be subject to safety / measurement checks.

Q.
Teams may use the grassed area next to the Clubhouse for overnight camping on Friday, 19th and Saturday, 20th.

Entries must be completed and the entry form must be signed by the Team Captain.
