1       RULES

1.2 The following prescriptions of South African Sailing will apply:

The SA Sailing Requirements for National Championships, 
2     ADVERTISING

Advertising will be restricted to Category C in terms of 2005 ISAF Advertising Code , Regulation 20.3.1 (b)

Boats may be required to display event advertising on the forward part of the hull. Yachts shall not display any advertising which is in conflict with that of any official event sponsor.
3        ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1
  Competitors shall comply with the International Sailing Federation (ISAF) Eligibility Requirement in accordance with the 2005 ISAF Regulation 19 – Eligibility Code - which requires that all competitors (helmspersons and all other crew) shall be members in good standing of a Yacht Club affiliated to and in good standing with SA Sailing or their Member National Authority in the case of non-South Africans. The Yacht Club name and membership details shall be stated on the entry form or crew list. Current valid South African Sailing Membership Cards or similar proof of MNA Membership in cases of non-South Africans shall be presented at Registration.

3.2     The regatta is open to all registered dinghy classes.

12      SCORING

12.1  The Low Point System of Appendix A4.1 will apply.

Four races are required to be completed to constitute a series.
12.3   (a)
When fewer than five races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

(b)
When from five to nine races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

(c) When ten races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her two worst scores. 

13 NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP REQUIREMENTS

          In order to qualify as a National Class Championship the following criteria shall be satisfied: 
  * A minimum of ten valid entries have been received no later than the closing time for entries one hour before the     scheduled starting time of the first race;

* At least ten finishers in any two races of the series;

* At least four races completed.

PRIZES


SASEC medals will be presented to competitors in accordance with S A Sailing Eastern Cape bye laws.  SAS medals will be presented for the Mirror class in accordance with SAS byelaws.  Class floating trophies and other prizes may be presented at the Prize Giving which will follow as soon as possible after the last race.

15      SAFETY
          Yachts shall comply with their class buoyancy and safety   requirements.

          All competitors shall wear a personal buoyancy aid capable of supporting a 5Kg. steel weight at all times while afloat in a yacht.

           Wet or Dry suits do not constitute adequate buoyancy!
