Organising authority : Pretoria Sailing Club (PSC).

Rules : The regatta will be sailed under the ISAF 2009/2010 Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS),  this notice of Regatta, the Sailing Instructions and the specific rules of each class participating.

Eligibility : The skipper and crew of each competing yacht shall be members of their class and in good standing of any SAS affiliated club. Both skipper and crew must not turn 19 years of age before the day of the first race.

Entry fees : The entry fee will be payable at registration prior to the start of the first race, and will be R 60……..per person (one man boat) and R 110……. (total) for a two man boat. 

Access to the club :.  Gate no. 2 at PSC will be open to allow easy access for visitors.

Schedule of events : A tune-up race will start at 11:00am on the Saturday morning. A skippers briefing will follow at 12:30.

The warning signal for the first race will be at 13:30. The starting times of subsequent races will be displayed on the Regatta Notice Board.  An “L” flag flown on the Bridge at the finish of a race will indicate a “back to back” race.  The Warning signal of the last race will not be hoisted after 14:30 on Sunday 30st of August 2008, unless to constitute a regatta. 

A maximum of 10 races are scheduled with a minimum of 4 races to constitute a regatta. 

Scoring : The low point scoring system, as provided in the ISAF RRS Appendix A4 of the racing rules will apply.  If only 4 races are sailed all will count.  If 5 to 7 races are sailed there will be 1 discard. If 8 or more races are sailed there will be 2 discards.

Sailing instructions & courses : Sailing Instructions and Course Cards will be available at the Regatta Secretary’s office from 10:30 on the Saturday.  The courses to be sailed will be at the discretion of the Race Officer.  They will be either Club courses or Olympic type courses depending on wind conditions. 

Alternative penalties : For an infringement of Part 2 of the Racing Rules, RRS 44.2 (Two Turns  penalty) will apply.

Prizes : Prize giving will take place as soon as possible after the last race on the Sunday.

Liability : The attention of all competitors is drawn to the fact that participation in the Regatta is entirely at their own risk and no responsibility for damage or injury will rest with the Organising Authority, Class Associations, Pretoria Sailing Club or any person connected with the running of the Regatta.

Entries will be accepted only if the parent or guardian has signed the liability indemnity on the entry form.

Catering : Lunches will be on sale on the Saturday and Sunday. 

Immediately after the last race on Saturday there will be a braai.  Braai packs will be on sale at the galley.

There will be live entertainment on Saturday evening.  Camping is available in the club grounds contact:-  Anne to arrange.   details as below.

Tea and Coffee will be available at no charge before the start of each day’s sailing or until 11-30 on Saturday and 10:30 on Sunday.
